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1 Objective

This document describes the NuVo NV-T2SIR/FAM and NV-T2DAB Tuner RS232 Serial Control
command and response protocol. This protocol allows a component outside the NuVo NV-
T2SIR/FAM or NV-T2DAB system to communicate with the unit to solicit its current state or
change operational parameters.

2 System Description

The NuVo NV-T2SIR/FAM is a dual AM/FM tuner. If Sirius satellite radio is desired, Sirius
receivers can be connected to one or both tuners. The NV-T2SIR/FAM provides Radio Data
Service, RDS, for FM channels, which displays artist and song information.

Similarly, the NuVo NV-T2DAB is a dual DAB/FM tuner. The NV-T2DAB provides RDS for both
DAB and FM channels. In addition to artist and song information, the RDS data also provides
station information.

The particular RS232 commands and their use are described later in this document.

3 Serial Port Connections

The NuVo NV-T2SIR/FAM and NV-T2DAB connect to an external device via a DB9 connector
on the back of the unit. This connector is labeled “RS 232". A pass-through cable with DB9

male one end and DB9 female on the other is required to connect the NV-T2SIR/FAM or NV-
T2DAB to a PC or most external devices.
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4 Serial Control Data Format

The NuVo Tuner serial port is set to 57600 baud, no parity and 1 stop bit. No
hardware/software handshaking is required. The commands are simple enough that they
may be issued using a terminal emulator like HyperTerm or Tera Term Pro. The specifics of the
protocol are:

The data is all ASCII characters with exception of the terminating character: carriage
return <CR> (or 0x0OD hex). Upper or lower case characters may be used.

All numerical fields are coded as ASCII digit characters. When sending a string to the
NuVo Tuner, double quotes (“) and asterisks (¥*) must be escaped by a backslash

All strings are enclosed in double quotes.
Arguments are delimited by commas.
All arguments must be specified.

Each Command string is STARTED with an ASCIl “*” character and terminated by a
<CR>.

Each Response string issued by the NuVo Tuner will START with an ASCII “#” character
and be terminated with a <CR>.

If a command has an error in it (does not adhere to exact command syntax), the NuVo
Tuner will respond with “#T’x’?<CR>". No response will be generated if the command
is not recognized at all. (i.e. “*XYZ<CR>"and “*T"C'XYZ<CR>"will get no response
while “*T"A’XYZ<CR>" will get an error response.

Most serial commands DO NOT have a dedicated acknowledge response. Most

commands change the state of the NuVo Tuner and the automatic unsolicited status
indicators indicate the action performed.

Command Example

This example will request the version information from the NuVo NV-T2SIR/FAM:

This will be the format for all the commands listed in this manual. The <CR> will not be
shown with the commands in this manual but MUST be assumed.
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5 Unsolicited Status Messages

Whenever the status of the Tuner changed, a serial status string is sent indicating the new
state of the tuner. It does not matter what caused the state change (front panel buttons,
Control Pads, serial commands, radio information, etc.) These indicators will allow an external
controller to stay in sync with the tuner.

5.1 Tuner OFF Status
This message is sent when the tuner is turned off.

RSP | #OFF

5.2 Tuner ON Status

This message is sent when the tuner is turned on or if the source, band, or frequency changes.
For FM frequencies, the frequency is displayed either as XX.X or 1XX.X (i.e. 98.5 or 103.5)
unless fine-tuning is enabled or the current frequency ends with .05 (i.e. 101.15) where one
additional digit is added to the end. For AM frequencies, the frequency is displayed either as
XXX or 1XXX (i.e. 550 or 1530). For Sirius stations, the station is displayed as X, XX, or XXX (0 to
255). For DAB stations, the channel number is displayed as XX or XXX (i.e. 5A or 12C).

There are three special cases. If the band has been disabled from either the front panel or
from the control pad, the DISABLED message will be returned. Secondly, the SR
UNAVAILABLE message will be returned if no Sirius receiver is connected to the tuner or if the
Sirius receiver has not completed its initial power-up procedure. Additionally, if the currently
tuned DAB station is unavailable, ‘????’ will be returned.

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5.3 Supported Bands

This message is sent to indicate the frequency bands that are supported by the tuner. This
message is always sent at startup and will also be sent when a band becomes available or
unavailable. Bands can be enabled and disabled through the front panel menu and with the
Configurator software. External receiver modules can also be plugged in and unplugged.

This message is sent when the Tuner is tuned to a frequency that corresponds to a preset. It
does not necessarily mean that a preset button was used; manually tuning to the frequency
will also trigger this message.

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6 Primary Commands

All commands must be addressed to only one of the two tuners in the NV-T2SIR/FAM or NV-
T2DAB. All tuner commands begin with *T'x’ (x is either A or B indicating either Tuner-A or
Tuner-B). These commands are recommended for external control use because the results
are deterministic. Commands in the “Other Commands” section emulate individual button
pushed and are for interactive use. The results of one command depend on the commands
before and after.

6.1 Get Version Information
This command will request the version information from the NuVo NV-T2SIR/FAM.

This command will have no effect
if the AM band is disabled.

If the Sirius band has been disabled via the front panel or control pad, the NV-T2SIR will
respond with the disabled response message. If a Sirius receiver is not connected to the tuner
or it is in the process of powering-up, the NV-T2SIR will respond with the unavailable
response message.

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7 Other Commands

T2DAB. All tuner commands begin with *T'x’ (x is either A or B indicating either Tuner-A or
Tuner-B). These emulate individual button pushed and are for interactive use. The results of
one command depend on the commands before and after.

7.1 ‘1’ Button

mode, the command will be interpreted as another digit in the frequency otherwise a preset
will be initiated.

7.13 Direct Frequency Entry Mode

This command will change numeric keys into “direct frequency entry” mode. Note that direct
frequency entry mode is the default mode, so this command is only necessary to force direct
frequency entry mode when currently in the temporary preset entry mode.
