® an active Samsung ARTIK™ Cloud account integrated
with the user’s Legrand Whole House Lighting Controller
(LC7001).

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Use the following supported control commands to change the light level for your controlled devices.

0 To turn a light ON/OFF

Ok Google, turn on < light/room name > |

0 Dim a light

(Results in an adjustment level of 45% for dimmable devices)

Ok Google, dim the < light/room name >

0 Brighten a light

(Results in an adjustment level of 45% for dimmable devices)

Ok Google, brighten the < light/room name >
